COST OF BREAST PUMPS NOT A MEDICAL CARE EXPENSE

On March 4, 2009 the IRS issued Information Letter 2009-0033 in which it indicated that the cost of breast pumps and related equipment is not an eligible expense for FSA purposes.  Medical care does not include goods or services that are merely beneficial to general health and do not mitigate or treat a disease.  However, if a medical practitioner recommends the use of a breast pump to treat a specific medical condition, the cost of the breast pump would likely be an eligible expense for FSA purposes.
